Our agency operates in the following UZAs:

We do/do not serve non-UZA/rural areas.
Based on review of the new allocation rules data from the 2011 NTD report will be allocated to the UZAs/non-UZA listed above as follows:

(Example A: UZA 2 – 100%
Most of our routes are located in UZA2.  We have a few routes that begin in UZA 22 or in rural areas and end in UZA 2, but essentially all passengers on those routes begin or end their routes in Los Angeles.  We do not receive Section 5311 funding for any of our routes, as indicated on our F-10 Form.)

Most of our routes are located in UZA 2, or serve commuters into UZA 2.  We have one route, representing 10% of our annual total vehicle revenue miles that connects rural areas to UZA 22.  We are allocating the service for this route evenly between UZA 22 and UZA 0.)
